~ Connections Seminar in Mumbai and
| Indore, from January 12 to 19, 2016.
L Forty-six educationists from 15
k countries representing 28 schools
participated iIn this seminar. The
theme of the seminar was "Peace
Education Within Faith Diversity”.

Delegates spent seven days developing their understandings and
insights into the education system in India and sharing best practices of
their schools.

The delegation visited the Prince of Wales Museum, the Knesset Eliyahoo Synagogue and Elephanta Caves in Mumbai.
The visit to the historical towns of Mandu and Maheshwar left the delegates mesmerized.

Visit to the Indore Deaf Bilingual Academy and Kasturba gram in Indore gave the delegates a different perspective to
rural and special education system in India.

Speakers who have spent their lives working in very different contexts to find ways in which peace within religious
diversity can be achieved gave a series of lectures on the theme. Mrs. Jaya Row, the founder of Vedanta Vision, spoke to
the group at St. Regis Hotel, Mumbai. She stressed upon the importance for each individual of finding peace within
them. Mr. Shivinder Mohan Singh, a successful entrepreneur turned social worker, called our attention to what he saw
as a paradox in that presently “people are being used and things are being loved”. He asked all the visiting Heads of
schools toremember that their responsibility is to “educate children to be happy, not to be rich”. He additionally advised
that happiness is dependent on our ability to develop meaningful relationships across our differences. Lt. General Syed
Ata Hasnain, former army commander in Kashmir, spoke about the role of the military in promoting peace not war, and
the power of outreach against the power of the gun. Dr. Sumer Bahadur Singh, Head of Daly College, gave a historic
overview of Indian culture and its education system, emphasizing the importance of a liberal education in developing a
peaceful and prosperous society. In order to gain a deeper understanding about the topics and 1ssues presented,
delegatesreflected on ways in which these topics are pertinent to their own contexts.

Very quickly, delegates found that the diversity of cultures, schools, and ideologies

that a powerful way of approaching peace education within diversity of faith,
cultures or beliefs can be through deep conversations. These conversations |
